"Whether or not a woman came to a meeting and whether or not she stayed seemed to rest on her impression of the first woman she met." – Story #2, page 115 of the "Green Book." 
Would your meeting like to be more visible to new women members, appearing approachable, welcoming, non-threatening, safe, and friendly? The SAA Women's Intergroup wants to help.
Nearly 80% of SAA meetings are "Mixed," while only about 9% of our members are women. So, our experience should be no surprise: that Mixed groups are often men-only in practice, and can be unfriendly, even antagonistic to women attending. 
So, is a new woman supposed to try six meetings, hoping to find just one that is welcoming? 
The SAA Women's Intergroup suggests a better way. To help find friendlier groups, we seek meetings:
(1) with contacts for women; and, 
(2) with one or more women attending regularly. 
If your meeting (Mixed, Women-only, LGBT+, Open) has both of these (and supports our Vision Statement), it can register as "Welcoming to Women." We encourage you to seek registration with the SAA Women's Intergroup at your next business meeting. 
We will then list those who register on our women-focused website, http://saaforwomen.org. Posting will give your meeting visibility in a targeted audience, one more way for women to find your group.   
Registration will also help the Women's Intergroup to be more representative. You will receive monthly announcements, and your members (all genders) may attend and vote at our business meetings.
